
ELIGIBILITY: (For B.M.S. / B.C.B.I. / B.A.F.)

 A candidate for being eligible for admission to the B.M.S. / B.C.B.I. / B.A.F. Degree Course
shall have passed XIIth Std. Examination of the Maharashtra Board of Higher Secondary

Education or its equivalent  examination & secured  not less  than 45% marks  in  Aggregate
(40%  in case  of Reserved  Category)  at  one  and  the  same  sitting.  or Diploma  in any
Engineering  branches  with two years  or three years  or  four  years  duration after  S.S.C.
conducted  by  the  Board  of  Technical  Education,  Maharashtra  State  or  its  equivalent
examination.To be eligible for admission to the Degree Course in B.M.S. / B.C.B.I. / B.AF. a

candidate  shall  have passed the H.S.C. Examination of the Maharashtra  Board of Higher
Secondary Education or its equivalent and secured not less than 45% marks on the aggregat e
(40% for backward),  at the first attempt .

DURATION OF THE COURSE: 

Duration of the Course shall be six semester spread over 3 years.

Examination separately.
